Cargo

This circular is intended to bring notice to all concerned

Parties to strictly comply with EHS — Ports & Maritime
section’s safety requirements, in addition to the International
Maritime Dangerous Goods (IMDG) Code compliances for

Import, Export and Trans-Shipment of IMDG Class 5 cargo.

Class 5 dangerous goods are divided into 2 sub-divisions:

e Division 5.1:  Oxidizing Substances

o Division 5.2:  Organic Peroxides

IMDG Class 5 substances can be liable to explosions,
decomposition, burn rapidly and be sensitive to impact or
friction and react dangerously with other substances.

Hence, adequate control measures shall be taken to prevent

accidents considering of all potential hazards and risks.

placarded in accordance with the IMDG Code.
= Only UN certified packaging is permitted to
